Liturgical colour: purple, except for Good Friday and Holy Saturday no colour is used, since 
the church is stripped bare at the end of the Maundy Thursday service.

It begins with the Easter Vigil after 
sunset of Holy Saturday (Easter Vigil is the first service of Easter) and concludes on the Day 
of Pentecost. This season celebrates the resurrection and ascension of Christ and the 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit.
